Pursuant  to  Sec t ion  9-12-46,  Code o f  A labama as  s ta ted  by  Ru le  220-3- .01  the  A labama
Department  of  Conservat ion and Natura l  Resources,  Mar ine Resources Div is ion announces
tha t  as  o f  6 :00  am,  Friday,  May  23 ,  2014  t he  fo l l ow ing  wa te rs  w i l l  c lose  t o  sh r imp ing :

• All  waters in the Mississippi Sound east of W88 13.000’ and north of the southern edge
o f  t h e  c h a r t e d  p o s i t i o n  o f  t h e  G u l f  I n t r a c o a s t a l  W a t e r w a y  ( G I W W ) .

•  Al l  waters in Mobile Bay east of W87 56.000’ and north of N30 17.000’.

The fo l lowing waters,  previously c losed, wi l l  remain c losed:

•  Al l  waters east  of  the charted posit ion of  GIWW Marker #103,  including al l  waters of
W o l f  B a y ,  P e r d i d o  B a y ,  A r n i c a  B a y ,  B a y  L a  L a u n c h ,  a n d  B a y o u  S t .  J o h n .

•  Al l  waters in Little Lagoon.

Licensed l ive ba i t  dealers  are reminded that  the tak ing of  l ive ba i t  nor th  of  a  l ine beginn ing
at  the nor thern shore of  East  Fowl  River  running a long the nor thern edge of  the Fowl  River
Channel  to  Marker  #2 in  the Fowl  River  Channel  then southeaster ly  to  Middle Bay L ight  and
then nor theaster ly  to  Great  Po in t  C lear  is  p roh ib i ted  dur ing  th is  c losure   except  by  Permi t
ho lders  in  the Spec ia l  Permi t  Area in  the Mobi le  Ship  Channel .

Fishermen shou ld  be aware that  s ta te  b io log is ts  w i l l  cont inue to  sample  in  the areas to  be
opened.   Th is  c losure is  in  response to  rout ine shr imp sampl ing that  ind icated the average
size were smal ler  than 68 head-on shr imp per  pound.  Should sampl ing ind icate a change in
the projected average size of 68 shrimp per pound, addit ional announcements wi l l  be provided
to modi fy  the or ig ina l  announcement .
